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Como se hizo el “Aidez I’Espagne”

La figura de Joan Mir6 en relacion con la guerra civil espafiola y el franquismo ha quedado para siempre grabada en la opinién
publica a través del pochoir ‘Aidez I’Espagne’ y del mural ‘El segador’ que decord el pabellén de la reptblica espafiola en la
Exposiciéon Universal de Paris de 1937. Mir6 habria sido un militante republicano y una victima del franquismo que se vio
obligado a exiliarse en Paris por la guerra civil.

La unica explicacién dada en la época de la salida de Espaifia y el exilio en Francia del pintor aparece en la revista Partisan
Review de 1938. En ella se comenta que el pintor ha debido exiliarse en Francia, afladiendo que “hemos sabido que el cufiado
de Mir6 fue ejecutado por un pelotén de fusilamiento fascista”. Pero Mir6 no huyé de Franco, sino de los horrores sufridos en
la Catalufia republicana.

El 21 de Julio de 1936, un destacamento de miembros del Comité Central de Milicias Antifascistas , armados con fusiles y
encabezado por el diputado a Cortes de Esquerra Republicana y presidente del FC Barcelona Josep Sufiol i Garriga se presenta
en la masia de Riambau, cerca del pueblo de Tona, a 10 km de Vic. En esa propiedad se encuentra el terrateniente Jaume
Galobart Sanmarti, su esposa Dolores Mird, Unica hermana del pintor, y algunos criados. Sufiol y su escolta armada comunican
a Galobart y su esposa que su casa ha sido incautada y los expulsan de ella.

Josep Suiiol no tuvo mucha suerte. Mientras Galobart seguia recluido en Tona, €l se encontraba el 6 de Agosto de visita en el
frente de Guadarrama en Madrid cuando su chéfer rebasé las avanzadillas de milicianos en la cuesta del Puerto de los Leones a
gran velocidad. Sufiol fue identificado y fusilado sin mds miramientos. La noticia tardard una semana en llegar a Catalufia.
Justamente una semana después de la muerte de Sufiol, los miembros del Comité Antifascista de Tona vuelven a presentarse en
casa de José Buixaderas, llevdndose de alli a éste y a Galobart y acribillandolos a balazos en una cuneta.

Mientras se producian los acontecimientos de Tona, Mird, su mujer y su hija permanecian recluidos en su propiedad de
Montroig. Mientras la hermana y el cufiado de Mir6 se encuentran enclaustrados en casa del cufado de éste, el 23 de julio un
grupo de anarquistas quemaron la iglesia vieja del pueblo. El 27 los mismos milicianos subieron a la Ermita de la Mare de Déu
de la Roca y sacaron fuera todas las imdgenes e hicieron una hoguera en la misma plaza, quedando todo reducido a cenizas. Y
el 13 de Agosto, el mismo dia en que dan el paseo a Galobart en Vic, los milicianos asesinaron a nueve personas de derechas de
Montroig. Mir6 esta aterrorizado. En la comarca del Baix Camp de Tarragona fueron asesinados en los primeros dias de la
guerra 203 personas (un 3.6 % de la poblacion).

Miré no tiene mds que una idea en la cabeza: escapar de la barbarie revolucionaria e irse al exilio con su familia. EI 28 de
Octubre de 1936, Miré viajé a Paris, dejando en Barcelona centenares de obras. La huida se produjo sin duda gracias a la
Comisaria de Propaganda de la Generalidad del escritor y dirigente de ERC Jaume Miravitlles Navarra, amigo de Dali y Bufiuel
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a quién Mir6 sin duda habia conocido en Francia. El jueves 19 de Noviembre Mir6 escribe a Joan Prats desde Paris diciéndole:
“Te agradeceria que le digas a Pilar que insisto en que haga lo que le he pedido, que es extremadamente conveniente, y que el
lunes dia 23 a las tres y media exactas debe estar con la nifia en la Comisaria de Propaganda de la Generalidad de Catalufia —
Diagonal 442— que yo le telefonearé desde la Delegacion de la Generalidad de aqui”. Pilar y Dolors consiguen huir de Catalufia
con la ayuda de Miravitlles y se unen a Mir6 en Paris el 16 de Diciembre. El asesinato de su cufiado y la huida de Mir6 de la
Cataluna revolucionaria son ocultados por todos los bidgrafos de Mir6.
El pintor pagard en especies y no le molestard hacerlo, aunque ello daré origen algunas dificultades afios después. El precio que
habrd que pagar Miré serd de tres pinturas.
En 1936 se habia producido de manera generalizada en Catalufia, el incendio, la destruccion y el expolio de una parte
importante del patrimonio artistico de la iglesia catélica. Como ocurrird en los comienzos del siglo XXI con las destrucciones
de obras de arte por parte de fundamentalistas islamicos en Afganistan, Mali, Irak, Siria, etc., los hechos causaron en 1936 gran
consternacién en todo el mundo. Se constituyé en Paris un Comité de Salvaguardia del patrimonio artistico cataldn, al que se
apuntan inmediatamente Christian e Yvonne Zervos.
Miravitlles tira la casa por la ventana y anuncia a Zervos que no hay limite de presupuesto. Zervos se pone en marcha y prepara
una gran exposicion en Paris con obras sacadas de las iglesias y transportadas a Francia con la ayuda de Joan Prats. También se
ofrece el industrioso Zervos a publicar, a costa de la Generalitat, libros en varios idiomas defendiendo la accién del gobierno
cataldn y negando veracidad a todas las informaciones que habian circulado. Y sugiere asimismo que se pueden recolectar
fondos a través de iniciativas como el sello de Mird6.
El Mir6 devoto del roménico no puede sino aceptar participar en un proyecto dirigido por quién le acaba de sacar —a él y a su
familia— de la revolucién en Catalufia, coordinado por su amigo Prats y ademds ve con simpatia la iniciativa de recuperar los
bienes robados por las milicias que asesinaron a su cufiado y le obligaron a él a exiliarse. Acepta pues la invitacién de Zervos
de realizar un dibujo que habria de ser reproducido en un sello de 1 Franco (unos 70 céntimos de Euro de 2014) a beneficio de
la campafia de recuperacion de los bienes expoliados. Finalmente, el sello no fue realizado y Zervos convirtié el gouache de
Mir6 en un pequefio pochoir impreso en la parte derecha de un encarte de 31 por 49 cm. Para servir el objetivo de propaganda
que busca la Generalitat, que financia toda la operacién, Miré hubo de transcribir de su pufio y letra en la base del dibujo el
texto: “En la lucha actual, veo del lado fascista las fuerzas obsoletas, y del otro lado el pueblo, cuyos inmensos recursos
creadores dardn a Espafia un impulso que asombrard al mundo”. El texto estaba inspirado en la proclama que acababa de
publicar el comunista Louis Aragon en la revista Europe, y en la que pide a los intelectuales franceses que se movilicen en
favor de la Republica espafiola. Pero el texto pudo haber sido escrito por Zervos y no salia la boca del pintor, por estar en
contradiccién con sus mds intimas convicciones.
El pochoir Aidez I’Espagne fue insertado en el n° 4-5 de la revista Cahiers d’Art del verano de 1937 dedicado al Guernica. Pero
parece ser que el siempre interesado Zervos también hizo realizar ejemplares adicionales del encarte, algunos de los cuales han
acabado en museos y colecciones particulares firmados por Miré. El ejemplar del Reina Sofia de Madrid estd marcado H.C..
Pero la firma que aparece a la derecha no corresponde a la de la época, que es la impresa en el pochoir.

How '"Aidez I'Espagne'' was made

The figure of Joan Mird in relation to the Spanish civil war and the Franco dictatorship has been forever engraved in the public
opinion through the pochoir 'Aidez I'Espagne' and of the mural 'The reaper' that decorated the pavilion of the Spanish republic
in The Universal Exhibition of Paris 1937. Miré would have been a Republican militant and a victim of the Franco that was
forced to exile in Paris by the civil war.

The only explanation given at the time of the departure of Spain and the exile in France of the painter appears in the magazine
Partisan Review of 1938. It it is said therein that the painter has had go to to exile in France, adding that "we have known that
the brother-in-law of Mir6é was executed by a fascist firing squad. " But Mir6 did not flee from Franco, but from the horrors
suffered in Republican Catalonia.

On July 21, 1936, a detachment of members of the Central Committee of Anti-Fascist Militias, armed with rifles and led by the
congressman of Esquerra Republicana and president of FC Barcelona Josep Sufiol i Garriga, appears in the Riambau farm near
the Village of Tona, 10 km from Vic. In this property has taken refuge the landowner Jaume Galobart Sanmarti, his wife
Dolores Mird, sole sister of the painter, and some servants. Sufiol and his armed escort communicate to Galobart and his wife
that their house has been seized and expell them.

Josep Sufiol did not have much luck. While Galobart was still being held in Tona, he was on the 6th of August on the
Guadarrama front in Madrid when his chauffeur passed the militia advance on the slope of the Port of Los Leones at high
speed. Sufiol was identified and shot without further ado. The news will take a week to reach Catalonia. Just a week after the
death of Sufol, the members of the Antifascist Committee of Tona return to the house of Jose Buixaderas, kidnapping him and
Galobart and rushing them to be shot in a ditch.



While the events of Tona took place, Mir6, his wife and his daughter were hiding in their property of Montroig. While the sister
and brother-in-law of Mir¢ are cloistered in Tona, on the 23rd of July a group of anarchists burned the old church of the town.
On the 27th, the same militiamen went up to the Hermitage of the Mare de Déu de la Roca and took out all the images and
made a bonfire in the square, all being reduced to ashes. And on August 13, the same day Galobart is murdered in Vic, the
militiamen murdered nine people in Montroig. Mir6 is terrified. In the county of Baix Camp of Tarragona, 203 people (3.6% of
the population) were killed in the first days of the war.

Miré has only one idea in his head: to escape from revolutionary barbarism and go into exile with his family. On October 28,
1936, Mir6 traveled to Paris, leaving in Barcelona hundreds of works. The flight was without a doubt facilitated by the
Commissioner of of Propaganda of the Generalitat, the writer and ERC leader Jaume Miravitlles Navarra, a friend of Dali and
Buiiuel whom Miré had undoubtedly met in France. On Thursday, November 19, Mir6 writes to Joan Prats from Paris, saying:
"I would be grateful if you would tell Pilar that I insist that he do what I have asked for, which is extremely convenient, and that
on Monday the 23rd at exactly three-thirty Must be with the girl in the Commissariat of Propaganda of the Generalitat of
Catalonia - Diagonal 442 - that I will telephone you from the Delegation of the Generality here. " Pilar and Dolors manage to
flee Catalonia with the help of Miravitlles and join Miré in Paris on 16 December. The murder of his brother-in-law and the
escape of Miré from revolutionary Catalonia are hidden by all Mird's biographers.The painter will pay in kind and will not
bother doing it, although this will give rise to some difficulties years later. The price to be paid for Miré will be three paintings.
In 1936, the fire, the destruction and the plundering of an important part of the artistic heritage of the Catholic Church had
occurred in a generalized way in Catalonia. As will happen at the beginning of the 21st century with the destruction of works of
art by Islamic fundamentalists in Afghanistan, Mali, Iraq, Syria, etc., the events caused in 1936 great consternation around the
world. A Committee for the Safeguarding of the Catalan Artistic Heritage was set up in Paris, with Christian and Yvonne
Zervos immediately signing up for it.

Miravitlles throws the house out the window and announces to Zervos that there is no budget limit. Zervos sets out and prepares
a large exhibition in Paris with works taken from the churches and
transported to France with the help of Joan Prats. The industrious Zervos
also offers to publish, at the expense of the Generalitat, books in several lA ODISEA []3
languages defending the action of the Catalan government and denying MIRO Y SUS
the truthfulness of all the information that had circulated. And he also CONSTELACIONES
suggests that funds can be raised through initiatives such as the Mird El pintor
stamp. Mird, a devotee of Romanesque art can not but agree to participate y sus ma rehantes
in a project conducted by he who has just taken him and his family out of
the revolution in Catalonia, which is coordinated by his friend Prats and
he also looks sympathetically for the initiative to recover goods stolen by
the militias that murdered his brother-in-law and forced him into exile.
He accepts thus the invitation by Zervos to make a drawing that would be
reproduced in a stamp of 1 Franc (about 70 cents of Euro 2014) to benefit
the campaign to recover the expoliated property. Finally, the stamp was
not made and Zervos turned the gouache of Mir6 into a small pochoir
printed on the right side of a 31 by 49 cm insert. In order to serve the
objective of propaganda sought by the Generalitat, which finances the
whole operation, Mir6 had to transcribe a text at the base of the drawing:
"In the current struggle, I see from the fascist side the obsolete forces,
Other side the people, whose immense creative resources will give Spain
an impulse that will astonish the world ". The text was inspired by the
proclamation that had just been published by the communist Louis
Aragon in the magazine Europe, and in which he asks the French VISOR LIBROS
intellectuals to mobilize in favor of the Spanish Republic. But the text
could have been written by Zervos and did not come from the mouth of
the painter, being in contradiction with his most intimate convictions. The pochoir Aidez I'Espagne was inserted in the number
4-5 of the magazine Cahiers d'Art of the summer Of 1937 dedicated to Guernica. But it seems that the always interested Zervos
also had to make additional copies of the booklet, some of which have ended in museums and private collections signed by
Miré. The copy of Reina Sofia of Madrid is marked H.C .. But the signature that appears to the right does not correspond to the
one of the time, that is the one printed in the pochoir.

Therefore, Crommelynck proceeded
to print in 1956 30 copies of the
etching from the uncancelled plate,
which were printed on Velin
d’Arches of 29 x 25 cm, numbered
and signed by Mird. Thereafter, he
cancelled the plate and moved on to
print the present etching from the
cancelled plate. We have two
elements of proof confirming our
interpretation: the first is that the
signature of the 1938 edition of
Astres et danseurs corresponds
perfectly to Miré’s signature at the
time, while the signature of the
uncancelled etching of L'aigrette is
different and corresponds to other
examples we have seen of his
signature in 1956. The secon proof
that our theory is correct is the fact
that Dupin correctly dates the
uncancelled etching in 1956, cites
Crommelynck (and not Lacouriere)
as printer and mentions that it was
published by Maeght and not
Loeb/Matisse (Dupin Mir6 Graveur,
1984 pages 98-99).

Mientras logra consolidar sus relaciones profesionales con Matisse y abrir una nueva via de comercializacién
remuneradora con Maeght, Mir6 sigue ausente del practicamente inexistente mercado del arte espaiiol. Se siente
especialmente enfadado por la manera que es tratado en Barcelona, donde la burguesia de la Lliga Regionalista
habia recibido con brazos abiertos a Franco —cuya sublevacidn habia financiado— y no se interesa en absoluto en el
arte moderno. El grupo de intelectuales Cobalto 49 le organiza una exposicién individual en las Galerias Layetanas
en 1949, pero el esfuerzo de Rafael Santos i Torroella, Sebastia Gasch, Joaquim Gomis y Juan Eduardo Cirlot
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resulta vano. La muestra, celebrada del 23 de Abril al 6 de Mayo de 1949, tampoco pudo proporcionar ingreso
alguno al pintor, puesto que no se vendié ni un solo cuadro.

En realidad, como recuerda Santos Torroella, la exposicién habia sido una iniciativa suya, al poco tiempo de
conocer a Mird, y consecuencia de su idea de publicar una monografia sobre €l tras la que acababa de publicar sobre
Dali en la coleccion El Arte y los Artistas Espaiioles desde 1800 de Ediciones Cobalto, que dirigia Juan Antonio
Gaya Nuiio. El texto del libro fué encargado a Cirlot, y fué realizado con una tirada consecuente y un lujo inusitado
para la época, incluyendo dos pochoirs reproduciendo los de 1934 de D'Aci i D'All4 Personnages devant la mer 'y de
1936 Figura y perro ante la luna. Ambos fueron realizados por el mismo estampador de los grabados originales, J.
Mateu. Torroella, que en tan solo dos afos se habia hecho muy amigo del pintor, propuso entonces acompaiiar la
edicién del libro con una exposicién de homenaje a Miré en las Galerias Layetanas, que €l dirigia. Pero la
exposicién no inclufa obra nueva, sino 57 obras tempranas de Mird, prestadas por los amigos a los que se las habia
regalado en su dia, como Joan Prats, Gomis, Federico Mompou, Rafols, E. C. Ricart, Vidal de Llovatera etc. Se ha
dicho insistentemente que Joan Prats era su principal cliente, pero el propio Mir6 desmintié este extremo cuando
Raillard le dice en 1975: “Joan Prats fue
uno de los primeros compradores de sus
cuadros...”, siendo interrumpido por el
pintor, que precisa: “... hasta su muerte
sigui6 siendo mi amigo mds intimo. Me
daba consejos. Pero no me compro nada.
En esa época se usaba sombrero, y Prats
me los regalaba continuamente. De vez en
cuando yo le regalaba una tela... Era un
intercambio”.

En realidad, la exposicién de Barcelona
de 1949 tuvo una consecuencia
extremddamente negativa para el
patrimonio artistico espafiol. Santos
Torroella cometié una indiscrecion: en el
catdlogo de la muestra, publicado como
primer nimero de la revista Cobalto 49,
en lugar de indicar en cada cuadro la
mencion ‘coleccidn particular’ que se
suele usar para proteger el anonimato de
los coleccionistas propietarios de las
obras, escribid el nombre de cada
poseedor de todas las telas. Y Pierre
Matisse, que estaba en Paris, se desplazé a
Barcelona y, molesto como estaba por la
entrada en juego de Aimé Maeght, se
dedicé a averiguar la direccion de cada
propietario, los visité uno a uno y
consiguid hacerse con la inmensa mayoria
de las obras. Fue la compra del afio para
Matisse y una de las mejores operaciones
comerciales en su larga trayectoria. Con
las obras adquiridas a precios bajisimos —alguna de las cuales ya estaba en la muestra de Dalmau de 1918 realizaria
en 1951 la exposicion The Early Paintings of Joan Miro, que surtiria a los principales museos y colecciones
norteramericanas en obra temprana del artista.

Pese al homenaje que le habian ofrecido sus amigos, con la contribucién también de Eugenio D’Ors, Barcelona y
Miré seguian sin encontrarse y el pintor decide dejar la capital catalana, lo que hace efectivamente en cuanto tiene
suficiente dinero para adquirir la finca Son Abines en Mallorca. Nunca mds volvera a residir en la ciudad condal.
Mais suerte tiene Miré en Madrid, donde D’Ors le apadrina en el Salén de los Once de 1949, celebrado en el Museo
Nacional de Arte Contemporaneo de la capital espafiola. Los salones eran organizados por la nueva Academia Breve
de Critica de Arte creada por el escritor y contaban con un apoyo institucional importante.

In 1959, under the direction of pochoir master Daniel Jacomet, 22 of the original 23 gouache Constellations
were made into pochoir plates, in a limited edition of 350 copies published by Pierre Matisse, in New York." (See: Patrick
Cramer's "Joan Mir6, the Illustrated Books: Catalogue Raisonné," page 58).

“Si desde 1945 Las Constelaciones se habian ido convirtiendo en una obra de la que se hablaba mucho en el mundo del arte, la
verdadera consagracion y popularizacion de la serie no se produce hasta que Pierre Matisse la reedita en 1959 en una edicién de
lIujo de 345 ejemplares pintados a mano. Son estos ejemplares, y no los originales de los gouaches, los que han visto desde
entonces millones de visitantes en miles de museos y salas de exposicion de todo el mundo....

Pierre Matisse sabe que la clave del éxito de su ambicioso proyecto de edicion de la carpeta Constelaciones estd en conseguir
que las ‘reproducciones’ sean tan buenas como los gouaches originales. Para ello estd dispuesto a realizar la considerable
inversién en tiempo y dinero que implica conseguir que todos los propietarios de las aguadas se las presten durante meses para
ser —previo seguro millonario— enviados a Francia y reproducidas con precision. El marchante tiene la suerte de que la totalidad
de gouaches vendidos lo han sido por él mismo y a personas localizables en Nueva York, con lo que la operacién de recogida
no serd demasiado complicada, salvo en lo referente a convencer a los propietarios de prestar las fragiles pinturas. Matisse
podria haber optado por reproducir las Constelaciones en litografia, lo que Fernand Mourlot podria haber realizado en Paris a
partir de fotografias en color hechas en Estados Unidos, como las malas lenguas dijeron en su dia que hizo en algunas ocasiones
para producir litografias hechas pasar por originales. Pero el galerista querfa una reproduccién mucho mds fidedigna, hecha a
mano con colores gouache, espesos y exactamente iguales a los que utilizé6 Miré en 1940-1941. Para que los colores de 1958
coincidieran con total fidelidad hacia falta que el taller donde se iban a reproducir tuviera a mano los originales y asi comparar
con lupa que la eleccién de cada color era la adecuada.

Pero la coloracién final a mano no soluciona todo el problema de reproducir las Constelaciones, porque éstas habian sido
realizadas en tres etapas. Como hemos visto, Miré conté a Roland Penrose en 1969 que habia pintado la serie original en 1940-
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1941 mojando los pinceles utilizados en otra pintura anterior en aguarrds y frotdndolos contra las hojas blancas de una libreta de
papel, realizando después un fondo para cada aguada. Pasé después a dibujar, con carboncillo “formas, figuras humanas,
animales, estrellas, el cielo, y la luna y el sol”. Y finalmente las completd coloreando con tempera.

Pierre Matisse, que sabia cdmo habian sido pintados, tiene conocimiento de que hay un método perfectamente ajustado para
reproducirlas, porque combina una preparacion del papel para darle una cierta rugosidad e imprimir el fondo o las lineas
directrices, usando los colores que sean necesarios, y un acabado a mano con pintura al gouache realizado por manos expertas.
Se trata del procedimiento que Daniel Jacomet ha desarrollado desde los afos 20 del siglo XX, principalmente para reproducir
documentos antiguos o carnets de dibujo de grandes pintores. La primera de las dos etapas del procedimiento Jacomet era una
impresion del fondo por medio de la fototipia, que utilizaba una matriz de placa de vidrio, sobre la que se extendia una capa de
emulsion fotosensible de gelatina bicromatada, que se sometia a coccién, y era impresionada mediante contacto con el negativo
fotografico. De este modo se obtenia una placa con distintas capacidades de absorcién de tinta en funcién del grado de
transparencia del negativo en cada parte de la misma. Asf la tinta se absorbia con mayor facilidad en esas zonas transparentes,
lo que dard una reproduccién mds oscura en esas partes.

Una vez impresa la base, los operarios de Jacomet procedian a terminar la reproduccién utilizando la técnica del ‘pochoir’ o
estarcido. Esta consiste en recortar con una hoja de acero muy afilada en una finisima hoja de zinc de una décima de milimetro
de espesor los dibujos a rellenar con cada color. El método del pochoir habia sido elegido por el padre del galerista, Henri
Matisse, para realizar el majestuoso libro de artista Jazz, editado en 1947 por Tériade. En este caso, mds fécil de realizar dado el
tamafio mucho mds grande de los ‘gouaches decoupés’ del pintor fauve, el trabajo fue ejecutado por el especialista de
ilustracién de libros de la primera mitad del siglo XX, Edmond Vairel. Pero para las Constelaciones hacia falta un trabajo
mucho més delicado, en el que se combinaba la preparaciéon de los papeles con fototipia, la ideal seleccion de los colores
gouache a utilizar —que también podria haber realizado Vairel- y una minuciosidad que caracterizaba el trabajo de los operarios
de Daniel Jacomet.

Pero la razén principal por la que Pierre Matisse eligi6é a Jacomet hay que encontrarla en otro personaje que entra en escena:
Heinz Berggruen. El galerista judio aleman habia conocido a Pierre en el curso de su exilio en Nueva York, y en los primeros
afios 50 intentaba convertir su pequeiia libreria en la flle de Saint Louis de Paris en una galeria importante, para lo que conté
con la complicidad de Picasso, siempre solidario con los judios perseguidos por el nazismo e interesado ademds en nuevos
marchantes que limitaran su dependencia de Kahnweiler o Carré. Matisse queria ademds evitar a toda costa que Aimé Maeght
tuviera intervencién alguna en la operacién Constelaciones-bis. De hecho se trataba de fastidiarle realizando una exposicién de
Miré en Paris sin contar con Maeght y sin que éste participara en los beneficios que generaria la operacién, al igual que el




nuevo galerista de Miré habia boicoteado las ventas de obras propiedad de Matisse en la exposicion de 1948. Ademads, Matisse
necesitaba un asociado en Paris para que gestionara la complicada operacién desde este lado del Atlantico. Y el avispado
Berggruen supo aprovechar la oportunidad, obteniendo no sélo el honor de hospedar la tinica exposicidn de las Constelaciones
jamds realizada en Europa, sino pingiies beneficios a través de la venta de numerosos ejemplares de la carpeta Mir6-Bretén y de
otra operacién de trastienda a la que nos referiremos mds adelante. Matisse solo habia accedido a esta demanda de Heinz, que
no habia sido contemplada en sus contactos iniciales, porque la exposicién parisina tendria lugar en la nueva Galeria
Berggruen en el Barrio Latino, a la que Heinz se habfa mudado en 1950, situada en el 70 de la Rue de I’Université, a menos de
300 metros de la nueva galeria que los Maeght han abierto en 1956 en el 42 de 1a Rue du Bac (la Galerie Maeght que sobrevive
todavia). La venganza de Matisse va a ser perfecta.

Daniel Jacomet no era un desconocido ni un recién llegado. El impresor parisino habia realizado por ejemplo, ya en 1920, los
espléndidos pochoirs de Picasso para el libro editado por Paul Rosenberg Le Tricorne, que reproducia los 32 decorados y
figurines del pintor para la representacion de EI sombrero de tres picos de Falla, estrenado con coreografia de Diaghilev en el
Alhambra Theatre de Londres en 1919. Pero por lo que fue elegido para la operacion Constelaciones es porque desde 1952
venia trabajando con Berggruen realizando en fototipia y pochoir las ilustraciones del interior de los pequefios catdlogos de las
exposiciones del galerista, catidlogos que, con una litografia de Mourlot en portada, se vendian a los visitantes y hoy alcanzan en
el mercado del arte precios elevadisimos. Sus primeros trabajos fueron los catdlogos o plaquettes para las exposiciones de Paul
Klee (24 Gravures) y de Henri Matisse (Gravures recentes) ambas de 1952 Al ano 51gu1ente y ante el entusiasmo de
Berggruen y los pequefos ¥ ; "

coleccionistas, Jacomet
repiti6 la proeza con
plaquettes de Jean Arp,
Georges Braque, Matisse y
Seuphor. En 1954 realizé
con su misma técnica de
pochoir sobre fototipia los
catdlogos de las
exposiciones de
Kandinsky, Picasso vy
Matisse en la galeria
Berggruen.  En 1955
vinieron de nuevo Klee,
Henri  Laurens, Mario
Marini y Arp, y en 1956
volvieron Picasso, Severini
y Max Ermst. En 1957,
cuando Pierre Matisse se
decide a lanzar la reedicién
de las Constelaciones, la
colaboracién entre Daniel
Jacomet y Heinz
Berggruen aumenta,
realizando para el galerista
los catidlogos de las
exposiciones de  Dora
Maar, Julio Gonzalez,
Henry Moore, Alberto
Magnelli, Pierre Soulages y
Poliakoff. El afio siguiente,
cuando Matisse ofrece a
Berggruen asociarse para la

con el suizo Gérald Cramer— asi como las de Henri Matisse y Yozo Hamaguchi, al tiempo que realizard el facsimil del Carnet
Cataldn de Picasso, también para Berggruen. Ese mismo afio de 1958, Jacomet realizard la impresionante carpeta Mes dessins
d’Antibes de Picasso, pero su principal tarea ese afio, y lo que ocupara sus talleres, serd la reedicién de la serie Constelaciones.
Para la conservadora del MoMA Lilian Tone, los pochoir que realizé Daniel Jacomet, reproduciendo también con gran
fidelidad los dibujos y los titulos que Mird grabé en el reverso de cada gouache original, eran de una calidad tan elevada que
“salvando una pequefia diferencia de tamafio con los gouaches originales, resultan virtualmente indistinguibles” de los que
pinté Mir6. Por supuesto, la diferencia de tamaifio era deliberada, para que no pudiera hacerse pasar un pochoir por un gouache
original. Estos tenian unas dimensiones de 45.7 x 38.1 cm, mientras que los pochoir median 43.2 x 35.6 cm, esto es 2.5 cm mds
pequefios en altura y en anchura. Tanto
el pintor como Pierre Matisse quedaran
tan satisfechos del trabajo realizado,
que en los afios siguientes Jacomet hara
los magnificos pochoirs para las
ediciones de lujo de los soberbios
catdlogos de las exposiciones Miro
1959-1960 (1961), Cartones 1959-1965
(1965), y Oiseau Solaire Oiseau
Lunaire Etincelles (1967), obras que
hoy se cotizan en miles de ddlares.
También reproducird Jacomet en
pochoir cuadros para los catdlogos de
las exposiciones en la Pierre Matisse
Gallery de Yves Tanguy (1963),
Chagall (1968) y Dubuffet. Pero el
impresor parisino no serd tan paciente
como Miré a la hora de cobrar por su
trabajo y la colaboracion con el
galerista neoyorquino terminard tras
numerosas protestas de Jacomet por
facturas impagadas y demoras en el
envio de fondos. Jacomet seguird no
obstante trabajando con otros editores
europeos hasta los afios noventa del
siglo pasado.”

"If since 1945 the Constellations had
become a work that was widely spoken
in the world of art, the true
consecration and popularization of the
series does not take place until Pierre
Matisse reissues it in 1959 in a luxury
edition of 345 specimens painted by
hand. It is these specimens, not the originals of the gouaches, who have since seen millions of visitors in thousands of museums
and showrooms around the world ....

Pierre Matisse knows that the key to the success of his ambitious project of editing the Constellations folder is to make the
'reproductions' as good as the original gouaches. To this end, he is prepared to make the considerable investment in time and
money, which means that all the owners of the waterworks will be lent them for months to be-with an insurance worth millions-
sent to France and reproduced with precision. The dealer is fortunate that all the gouaches have been sold by him and to people
located in New York, so that the collection operation will not be too complicated, except in terms of convincing the owners to
lend the fragile Paintings. Matisse could have chosen to reproduce the Constellations in lithography, what Fernand Mourlot
could have done in Paris from color photographs made in the United States, as the gossips said in his day that he did in some
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occasions to produce lithographs declared as Original. But the gallery owner wanted a much more reliable reproduction, made
by hand with gouache colors, thick and exactly the same as those used by Mir6 in 1940-1941. In order for the 1958 colors to
coincide with full fidelity, it was necessary for the workshop where they were to be reproduced to have the originals on hand
and to compare with a magnifying glass that the choice of each color was adequate.

But the final coloration by hand does not solve the whole problem of reproducing the Constellations, because they had been
made in three stages. As we have seen, Mir6 told Roland Penrose in 1969 that he had painted the original series in 1940-1941
by wetting the brushes used in another painting in turpentine and rubbing them against the white sheets of a paper pad, then
making a background for each wash. He then went on to draw, with charcoal "shapes, human figures, animals, stars, the sky,
and the moon and the sun." And finally he completed them by coloring with tempera.

Pierre Matisse, who knew how they had been painted, knows that there is a perfectly adjusted method to reproduce them,
because it combines a preparation of
the paper to give it a certain roughness
and to print the background or the
guidelines, using the colors that are
necessary, and a hand-finished gouache
painting by expert hands. This is the
procedure that Daniel Jacomet has
developed since the 20's of the 20th
century, mainly to reproduce old
documents or drawing pads of great
painters. The first of the two stages of
the Jacomet process was a background
impression by means of the phototype,
using a glass plate matrix, on which
was spread a layer of photosensitive
emulsion of bi-chromated gelatin,
which was subjected to heating, and
was printed by contact with the
photographic negative. In this way a
plate was obtained with different ink
absorption capacities depending on the
degree of transparency of the negative
in each part of the same. Thus the ink
was more easily absorbed in those
transparent areas, which will give a
darker reproduction in those parts.

Once the base was printed, the Jacomet
operators proceeded to finish the
reproduction using the technique of
'pochoir’ or stencil. This consists of
cutting with a very sharp sheet of steel
on a thin sheet of zinc a tenth of a
millimeter thick the drawings to be
filled with each color. The method of
pochoir had been chosen by the father
of the gallerist, Henri Matisse, to
realize the majestic artist book Jazz ,
published in 1947 by Tériade. In this
case, easier to achieve given the much larger size of the 'gouaches decoupés' of the fauve painter, the work was executed by the
specialist of book illustration of the first half of the 20th century, Edmond Vairel. But for the Constellations a much more
delicate work was required, combining the preparation of the papers with phototypes, the ideal selection of the gouache colors
to be used, which Vairel could also have done, and a meticulousness that characterized the work of the Daniel Jacomet workers.
But the main reason why Pierre Matisse chose Jacomet is to be found in another character who comes on the scene: Heinz
Berggruen. The German Jewish gallerist had known Pierre in the course of his exile in New York, and in the early 1950s tried
to turn his small bookstore into the Ille de Saint Louis in Paris into an important gallery, for which he had the complicity of
Picasso, always in solidarity with the Jews persecuted by Nazism and also interested in new dealers who limited his dependence
on Kahnweiler or Carré. Matisse also wanted to avoid at all costs that Aimé Maeght had any intervention in the operation
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Constellations-bis. In fact he was trying to annoy him by making an exhibition of Mir6 in Paris without Maeght and without his
enemy participating in the benefits that would generate the operation, just as the new gallerist of Mir6 had boycotted the sales
of works owned by Matisse in the exhibition of 1948. In addition, Matisse needed an associate in Paris to manage the
complicated operation from this side of the Atlantic. And the savvy Berggruen was able to seize the opportunity, obtaining not
only the honor of hosting the only exhibition of the Constellations ever made in Europe, but many benefits through the sale of
numerous copies of the Mir6-Bretén portfolio and another backroom operation to which we will refer later. Matisse had only
acceded to this demand of Heinz, which had not been contemplated in his initial contacts, because the Parisian exhibition would
take place in the new Berggruen Gallery in the Latin Quarter, to which Heinz had moved in 1950, on Rue de 1'Université, less
than 300 meters from the new gallery that the Maeght have opened in 1956 at 42 Rue du Bac (the Galerie Maeght that still
survives). Matisse's revenge is going to be perfect.

Daniel Jacomet was not a stranger or a newcomer. The Parisian printer, for example, had already made Picasso's splendid
pochoirs for the book published by Paul Rosenberg Le Tricorne in 1920, which reproduced the 32 decorations and figurines by
the painter for the performance of The Three-cornered hat by Falla, with Choreography by Diaghilev at the Alhambra Theater
in London in 1919. But the reason why he was chosen for the Constellations operation is because since 1952 he had been
working with Berggruen making in phototype and pochoir the interior illustrations of the small catalogs of gallery exhibitions,
catalogs Which, with a lithograph by Mourlot on the cover, were sold to visitors and today reach very high prices in the art
market. His first works were catalogs or plaquettes for the exhibitions of Paul Klee (24 Gravures) and Henri Matisse (Gravures
récentes), both of 1952. The following year, and to the enthusiasm of Berggruen and the small collectors, Jacomet repeated the
feat with plaquettes of Jean Arp, Georges Braque, Matisse and Seuphor.

In 1954 he made the catalogs of the exhibitions of Kandinsky, Picasso and Matisse in the gallery Berggruen with his same
technique of pochoir over phototypes. In 1955 again Klee, Henri Laurens, Mario Marini and Arp, and in 1956 again Picasso,
Severini and Max Ernst. In 1957, when Pierre Matisse decided to launch the reissue of the Constellations, the collaboration
between Daniel Jacomet and Heinz Berggruen increased, making for the gallerist the catalogs of the exhibitions of Dora Maar,
Julio Gonzélez, Henry Moore, Alberto Magnelli, Pierre Soulages and Poliakoff. The following year, when Matisse offered
Berggruen an association for the operation, Jacomet made for him the catalogs of the exhibition Bois gravés pour un poeme de
Paul Eluard by Joan Miro - another Maeght bridging operation in collaboration with the Swiss Gérald Cramer - as well as those
of Henri Matisse and Yozo Hamaguchi, while also making also the facsimile of Picasso's Catalan Carnet, also for Berggruen.
That same year of 1958, Jacomet will make Picasso's impressive portfolio mes dessins d'Antibes , but his main task that year,
and what will occupy his
workshops, will be the reissue
of the series Constellations.
For the curator of MoMA
Lilian Tone, Daniel Jacomet's
pochoirs, which also
reproduced with great fidelity
the drawings and titles Miré
recorded on the back of each
original gouache, were of such
a high quality that "saving a
small size difference with the
original gouaches, they are
virtually indistinguishable
"from those painted by Miré6.
Of course, the difference in
size was deliberate, so that a
pochoir could not be passed by sy g 52 PP gy Pali; )
an original gouache. These had d1mens1ons of 45.7 x 38.1 cm, whlle the poch01r measured 43.2 x 3 .6 cm, that is 2.5 cm
smaller in height and in width. Both the painter and Pierre Matisse will be so satisfied with the work done that in the following
years Jacomet will make the magnificent pochoirs for the luxury editions of the superb catalogs of the exhibitions Mir6 1959-
1960 (1961), Cartones 1959-1965 (1965) , And Oiseau Solaire Oiseau Lunaire Etincelles (1967), works that today are worth
thousands of dollars. Jacomet will also reproduce in pochoir paintings for the catalogs of the exhibitions at the Pierre Matisse
Gallery by Yves Tanguy (1963), Chagall (1968) and Dubuffet. But the Parisian printer will not be as patient as Mir6 at the time
of being paid for his work and the collaboration with the New York gallerist will end after numerous protests by Jacomet for
unpaid bills and delays in sending funds. Jacomet will nonetheless continue working with other European publishers until the
1990s."

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Berggruen ide6 una estratagema para aumentar sus ingresos por la serie sin
tener que pagar nada a Matisse. Como hemos visto, el galerista venia
publicando desde 1952 unos catdlogos en cada exposicidn que realizaba. Se trataba de pequefias ‘plaquettes’ de 22 por 12 cm y
entre 15 y 30 péginas, con una cubierta realizada en litografia por Fernand Mourlot y reproducciones de las obras en venta
confeccionadas en fototipia y pochoir por Daniel Jacomet. Los pequefios catdlogos, tirados a varios cientos de ejemplares, no
eran distribuidos gratuitamente, sino que permanecian en la trastienda y eran regalados a sus mejores clientes con compras
acreditadas o a los compradores de un cuadro de la muestra. Con el resto de ejemplares ocurria lo que con los carteles de
Picasso, Matisse o Chagall que realizaba Mourlot, y que nunca se pegaban en ninguna pared: iban al mercado, comercializados
por los mismos marchantes que la obra gréfica original. Por poner un ejemplo, en 1956 Picasso realiz6 un precioso cartel en
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litograffa original para la Galerie 65 de Cannes, propiedad de Gilberte Duclaud. Pues bien, el cartel fue tirado a 2.100
ejemplares, de los cuales al menos 100 numerados y firmados. Y en Cannes no habia en aquel momento suficientes esquinas
para pegar tantos carteles, impresos en litografia inicamente para ser vendidos. Coleccionistas que no podian permitirse el lujo
de comprar un cuadro de 100.000 F.F. en las exposiciones de Berggruen si estaban dispuestos a pagar unos miles de francos por
una ‘plaquette’. Como los ‘catdlogos’ de la exposicion de Paris entraban dentro de la responsabilidad exclusiva de Berggruen,
éste no tenia que dar cuenta ni responder ante Matisse de su iniciativa.

Para el caso de la exposicion de las Constelaciones, donde lo que estaba en venta era una carpeta con las reproducciones
Jacomet de las aguadas de Mird, se planteaba una dificultad. Por un lado resultaba imposible reducir atin mds el tamafio de los

pequeiios gouaches de 38 por 46 cm y reproducirlos con fidelidad
a mano. Jacomet los habia reproducido reduciéndolos ligeramente,
para que nadie pudiera hacerlos pasar por originales, a un tamafio
casi igual (35,6 por 43,2 cm), pero reducirlos a un tamafio similar
al de los pochoir que realizaba para las plaquettes de Berggruen
(22 por 24 cm una vez abiertas) resultaba, si no imposible —
contendrian  signos coloreados milimétricos— al menos
extremadamente laborioso y se perderia sin duda calidad y nitidez.
Para superar el inconveniente y aportar una alternativa con un
valor de mercado que interesara a los potenciales compradores —y
por tanto al galerista— Jacomet propuso que si Miré lo autorizaba,
podia realizar unos cientos de ejemplares mds de pochoirs de las
Constelaciones y cortarlos en tres pedazos.

i podian hacer era comprar o hacerse con varios
catdlogos y, si tenian suerte, juntar dos pequefios
pochoirs de la misma constelaciéon para formar dos
tercios de un pochoir original. Con esta condicién, Mir6
dio su aprobacién, Jacomet imprimié varios cientos de
ejemplares de pochoirs de mas y Berggruen se encontr
con centenares de catdlogos que incluian en este caso no
una reproduccién de las obras que se proponian a la
venta en la exposiciébn, como era costumbre, Sino
ejemplares exactamente iguales a los que incluia la
carisima carpeta, solo que cortados en tres y mezclados.
Y Berggruen fue ain mas maquiavélico. Como le
sobraban cientos de pedazos de pochoir de 13,2 por
43,2 cm, decidi6 utilizarlos, doblados en dos, para
constituir la pequefia tirada de la tarjeta de invitacion al
céctel de inauguracién de la exposicién. Con objeto de
evitar que se pudieran en algiin momento juntar los tres
pedazos de pochoir para construir uno completo, la
tarjeta de invitacién fue recortada ligeramente. Era de
nuevo, como ocurria con los catdlogos, la primera —y
Unica— vez en que el cartdn de invitacidn al vernissage
contenia un trozo de la obra original que se encontraba
a la venta en la exposicion.

The series of compositions under the title ‘Passage de I’Egyptienne’ which Miré etched in 1979 includes some of his

most impressive and dramatic late period works in a graphic medium. The version above shows the richness of these

works at their finest.

Much of the visual impact of these works lies in the way that Mir6é combined extremely rich textural qualities in the

free sweeps of line - very deeply bitten so that it stands in relief on the sheet - with the smooth glowing density of

the areas of bold colour. It was the way that such contrasts of surface and atmosphere could be created within a
copperplate that was one of the factors that had fascinated Mir6 since his earliest etchings (see no 34 overleaf). Over

the years he had exploited this essential element in the etching medium in differing ways, culminating, as here, with

an incredibly powerful drama of scale and stroke.

Miré etched the ‘Passage de I’Egyptienne’ subjects in his studio at Palma de Majorca, printing the editions at the Atelier
Morsang in 1979.

Part of Miro's passion for verse can now be seen in "Joan Miro: Illustrated
Books," at the Also a gifted graphic artist, Miro created more than 250 titles
of the livre d'artist (artist's book), and the 10 books in this fine exhibition
spotlight collaborations with poets he knew personally, such as Prevert and
Tzara, and those whose writing inspired him, like St. Francis de Assisi or
hard-drinking Irish bard William Yeats.
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The exhibit unfolds with excerpts from Prevert's
Adonides, a poem Miro has transformed through a series
of elegant etchings dabbed with his signature bursts of
blues and greens. The surface of each print is also
stamped with barely-there imagery: a girl with the head of
a swan, spring blossoms, a crescent moon. These
embossings are almost like water shaped on stone --
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wind

traveling across a nightscape; a fierce red moon eclipses a
verdant sky. Even the original hardbound book housed in
a nearby display case offers the same tribute to the
earthly, with its sweep of sky and sun.

The show's two standouts are stashed in a back alcove:
eight lithographs that accompany Tzara's Parler Seul
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seemingly random, but possessing the painter's gift for a childlike detail that
fits with Prevert's playful verse.

Just as seamless a match is Miro's 12 haiku-like etchings of St. Francis de
Assisi's Cantic del Sol (Canticle of the Sun). Like St. Francis, Miro felt a
mystical communion with the natural world, and the elements depicted here

\ are recurrent themes in the artist's work: A ripple of blue lines reveals a
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(Speaking Alone) and 10 double-paged drypoints of Jacques Dupin's L'issue derobee (The Concealed Exit). Tzara wrote this
work while being treated at a psychiatric hospital, and this book is one of the few where Miro combined text and images on the
same pages. His spare swirls and stars alongside Tzara's vulnerable verse offer the viewer the same intimacy of holding a book

in one's hand and reading beneath a small circle of light.

Miro extends this minimalism to Dupin's poem as well. Here, each verse is no more than three lines, and the abundance of
white space offers a blank slate for the imagination: Delicate black squiggles become the trails of birds in flight across a

cloudless sky.
